Coaxing Delta to return service to CVG

ERLANGER - Delta Air Lines has been asked directly what kind of incentives it would take to reinstate international and some domestic flying at the Cincinnati/Northern Kentucky International Airport, CVG’s top official said Tuesday.

And airport chief executive officer John Mok told a group from the Northern Kentucky Chamber of Commerce that said that Atlanta-based Delta has yet to answer.

“The community needs to know the number so it can make a decision whether or not to take that step … and while we haven’t gotten an answer back, we’ll keep asking the question,” Mok said.

Local officials will get another chance this week. Delta confirmed Tuesday that airline CEO Richard Anderson will be in Cincinnati Friday to meet privately with local airport and business leaders to discuss air service.

The visit will come after several efforts from business groups and the airport to discuss ongoing service cuts at Delta’s CVG hub.

Delta expected to post fourth-quarter loss

Delta Air Lines expected to post fourth-quarter, full-year loss

ATLANTA (AP) -- Delta Air Lines Inc., the world's biggest airline, reports fourth-quarter and full-year 2009 results on Tuesday. The following is a summary of key developments and analyst opinion related to the period.

OVERVIEW: Delta, based in Atlanta, is expected to post an adjusted loss for the October-December quarter.

The period includes the holiday travel season that ran from Thanksgiving through Christmas.

Weak demand for air travel made for a challenging 2009 for the airline industry, and Delta was no exception. Capacity cuts helped, but profits were still hard to come by as fewer business travelers took to the skies.

In the first round scheduled at the end of February, the Fort Worth, Texas-based company will put 80 of its active 7,800 pilots on leave to "better align the size of our pilot organization with the size of our current operation," the company said in a statement.

First, this message applies only to pilot retirees who are not receiving any money from the PBGC.
 
If you know any retirees who are not receiving any money from the PBGC, please forward this email to them.
  
Your DP3 trustees are still searching for a way to make more retired pilots eligible for the HCTC (Health Coverage Tax Credit - a subsidy available to help pay health insurance premiums for some PBGC participants.)  Current regulations do not provide this benefit to retirees who are not receiving a check from the PBGC. 
 
In an attempt to ascertain how many retired Delta pilots are in this situation, we are asking everyone who is not currently receiving a benefit from the PBGC to contact our Retirement Committee Chairman Tom Seever at tom.seever9@dp3.org , particularly if you were receiving a qualified benefit prior to the pension termination.
 
HERE IS THE INFORMATION WE NEED:
  
We are trying to ascertain the number of retirees affected. We need to hear from everyone in this situation - DP3 member or not.

If you have the Statement of Estimated Monthly Benefit after Plan Termination that DAL sent out in January 2007, and are willing to scan and email it, it would help. At the very least the information on the following lines will help:

          14. Lump sum annuity at retirement
 
If you have requested and received a Benefit Estimation Worksheet from the PBGC, that would be the most helpful of all.
 
PLEASE RESPOND EVEN IF YOU ARE NOT A DP3 MEMBER
 
While we hope non members will consider supporting our effort financially, the information we receive will help us craft a strategy that could potentially benefit them also.   Members, please encourage your retired non member friends who are not receiving money from the  PBGC to respond.

We cannot guarantee that there is a reasonable way to address this issue, but we would like to do so if at all possible. The first and most important step is to gather this data and we need your help to do that.

Finally, keep in mind that we probably will not be able to make a positive impact on those retirees who were never receiving a benefit from the qualified plan (The Delta Pilots Retirement Trust) in the first place.

Update on Friday's Important Alert for HCTC Participants

Our Mission Statement
To work to preserve the earned pensions, health insurance and other benefits paid by Delta Air Lines to retired Delta pilots, their dependents and survivors.
Dear Mark, 

If you received Friday's message (Jan 15th) from us (reproduced below) please remember that: 
     It does not apply to you if you are receiving Medicare. 
     It does not apply to you if you are receiving Tricare. 
     It does not apply to you if you do not know what the HCTC is.  (HCTC FAQ)
     It does not apply to you if you are not receiving HCTC assistance. 
     It does not apply to you if you claim the annual HCTC credit on your tax return.  
     It is NOT a statement of your personal insurance account; DP3 does not have access to your Delta Insurance Billing records.  The statement "our records show that you have a balance of $89.48" was clearly noted as an example similar to what would you might see when you checked your account at Delta Benefits Direct and your account had a balance due. 
 
It only applies to retirees who have applied for and qualified for monthly advance HCTC subsidy payments that are being paid directly to their insurance provider.
 
Our mailing list is drawn from 6000 retirees.  Each retiree has a different situation, both in terms of retirement benefit and healthcare. 
 
We have retirees with no healthcare benefits, at least 4 different Delta programs - some subsidized, some not, Medicare, Delta subsidized Medicare, military Tricare, and spouse employer sponsored care.  We have retirees on one plan with a spouse on another. In order to reach any given group we must send out the message to our entire membership.
 
So we ask that each of you read our messages carefully to see if they apply to you. In return we will try to do a better job of identifying which group of retirees we are referring to.

Standby listing changes, Buddy Pass embargoes scheduled during inventory transition.
We expect to complete the transition of Delta and Northwest flight inventories to a single integrated reservation system in the next couple weeks.  The move to a consolidated system will be one of the final major merger milestones for the combined airline.
After the transition, all nonrevenue flight listings will be made using DL flight numbers.  Employees and retirees will create a single flight listing for travel anywhere Delta flies, and because the Northwest airline code is being retired, there will be no distinction between DL and NW flights.  Delta standby codes will be used on all flights and the standard standby code for retirees will remain S3B.
Standby listings for nonrevenue leisure on former Northwest-coded flights on or after January 31, 2010, will need to be recreated using Delta flight numbers as they become available.  Any listings or confirmed leisure bookings on Delta-coded flights will not be affected.  Revenue and Fly Confirmed for Less bookings, will automatically be changed to the new Delta flight numbers as Northwest flight numbers are phased out.
Delta will also restrict all Buddy Pass travel for four days later this month and in early February as additional merger-related technology cutovers are completed.  The embargo dates, Jan. 30 and Jan. 31, and Feb. 1 and Feb. 2, are in addition to other dates later this year that have already been communicated.  Retirees who have Buddies ticketed on one of these additional embargo dates are responsible for changing their listings and alerting their Buddies about this change.  Additional embargo dates may be added if needed during the technology transition.
