Delta retires Northwest Web site, flight numbers

Atlanta-based Delta Air Lines completed another important step in its merger with Northwest Airlines over the weekend when it combined reservation systems, retiring Northwest’s Web site and flight numbers.

Those who booked Northwest flights are now booked on identical Delta flights and can use the same confirmation numbers, according to Delta. The airline said the switch should not change itineraries and passengers do not need to take any action. Northwest’s nwa.com on Jan. 31 started bumping visitors directly to delta.com.

Delta said it has extra customer service employees at airports and call centers to deal with issues arising from the transition, including helping agents from Northwest with their use of the Delta reservation system.

“It’s gone quite well,” said Delta spokeswoman Betsy Talton.

Delta closed its merger with Eagan, Minn.-based Northwest in October 2008 and is completing the final steps of the integration.

Delta posts small loss for fourth quarter

Delta Air Lines posts $25M loss for fourth quarter, see signs of business travel pickup

ATLANTA (AP) -- Delta Air Lines Inc. sees signs that corporate travel demand is picking up as it closed the books on a turbulent 2009 by posting a $25 million loss for the final three months of the year.

The fourth-quarter loss reported Tuesday by the world's biggest airline was equivalent to 3 cents a share. In the year-ago quarter, Delta lost $1.4 billion, or $2.11 a share. Revenue rose 1 percent to $6.8 billion from $6.7 billion.

Excluding special items, Delta lost 27 cents per share. Analysts surveyed by Thomson Reuters were expecting a loss of 24 cents a share on revenue of $6.86 billion.

Delta, based in Atlanta, said system capacity will be down 3 percent to 5 percent in the first quarter of this year. A spokeswoman said that prediction is based on reductions already made. Delta previously said that capacity, as measured by available seats times miles flown, is expected to be flat for the full year, compared to 2009.

Delta improves to $1.2 billion loss for ‘09

Delta Air Lines Inc. cut significantly into its loss in 2009.

The Atlanta-based airline had a net loss of $1.2 billion and a loss per share of $1.50, compared with a net loss of $8.9 billion and a loss per share of $19.08.

Annual revenue spiked 24 percent to $28.1 billion.

The results of 2009 included $121 million in merger-related expenses and a $321 million non-cash tax benefit related to the impact of fuel hedges in other comprehensive income.

The results for 2008 included $970 million in merger-related items, a $20 million write-down in the value of auction rate securities and an $18 million charge related to facilities closure.

JAL Still Neutral on Delta or American Tie-Up

The new president of Japan Airlines said the bankrupt carrier had not yet decided whether to stick with a partnership including American Airlines or to defect to Delta Air Lines and its SkyTeam group.

“We are still neutral,” Masaru Onishi, also the carrier’s new chief operating officer, told a news conference on Monday, a little less than two weeks after it filed for bankruptcy, Reuters reported.

Mr. Onishi is part of a new management team led by its chief executive, Kazuo Inamori, the 77-year-old founder of the electronics company Kyocera.

One of the new management’s first major decisions will be whether to stay with the Oneworld alliance of American Airlines or switch to rival Delta. Both United States carriers have been wooing JAL aggressively with offers of financial aid.

JAL, Asia’s largest carrier by revenues, filed for bankruptcy protection last month with about $25 billion in debt, and vowed to slash about a third of its work force and cut unprofitable routes as part of a state-supported restructuring plan.

Some Japanese media had previously reported that JAL had already made a decision to end its alliance with American and join with Delta.

DCCU thinks that if you reach 70 1/2 this year you must take RMD by April 1.  Apparently not so.

When is the deadline for receiving a RMD from an IRA?

Answer - An account owner must take the first RMD for the year in which he or she turns 70 ½. However, the first RMD payment can be delayed until April 1st of the year following the year in which he or she turns 70 ½. For all subsequent years, including the year in which the first RMD was paid by April 1st, the account owner must take the RMD by December 31st of the year.

	Subject: Important Pass Travel Changes Coming January 31 

	  

	The transition of Delta and Northwest flight inventories to a single integrated reservations system is on track to be completed at the end of this month, bringing new procedures for all employees. Please read on to learn more about the changes to processes that will impact you for travel starting January 31, 2010. 

	  

	The move to a consolidated system is a major merger milestone for the combined airline. After the transition, all nonrevenue flight listings will be made using the DL flight numbers. Employees will create a single flight listing for travel anywhere Delta flies, and because the Northwest airline code is being retired, there will be no distinction between DL and NW flights. Delta standby codes will be used on all flights and the standard standby code for active employees will remain S3. 

	  

	For pass riders, inventory cutover will mean some changes to flight listing procedures. Continue reading below for complete details on these changes. Your primary resource for policy information and other updates continues to be the Pass Travel site on the DeltaNet Employee Connection, accessible from the Pass Policy link in the top right hand corner on TravelNet. 

	  

	What's Changing? 

	  

	Company Business & nonrevenue flight listings on NW-coded flights 

	  

	All NW-coded flights operating Jan. 31 and beyond have been changed to DL-coded flights; however, company business (excluding crew training) and nonrevenue flights listings you previously created on NW-coded flights operating Jan. 31 and beyond will not be changed to the new DL-coded flights. Action is required for pass riders with these types of listings (see below). 

	  

	Beginning Jan. 31, pre-merger Delta standby codes will be used for all NRSA flight listings (S2, S3, etc). The standby code will be selected at the time of check-in (either with an agent or at a kiosk) and not in advance. 

	  

	Take Action:
· If you previously made plans to travel on a NW-coded flight on or after January 31 for company business or nonrevenue, your itinerary will be canceled and will need to be recreated using TravelNet or the TravelLine. This applies to all nonrevenue travel listings including free, yield fare, and buddy passes travel. 

Please note that this does not apply to Crew Training listings. Crew training travel bookings on NW-coded flights for travel on or after Jan. 31 will be automatically migrated to the new Delta flight numbers. Employees are not required to recreate these travel listings.
· Print a Pass Pocket Card from Delta's online Self Service tool for yourself and all of your pass riders to ensure you are all familiar with which standby codes are applicable at check-in. To print your card, logon to Self Service and select Employee Self Service (ESS). From the ESS main page, select the "View/Print Pass Travel Pocket Card" option. 

	  

	Buddy pass travel 

	  

	All NW-coded flights operating Jan. 31 and beyond have been changed to DL-coded flights and pre-merger Delta employees' Buddies will have access to cities previously served only by NW-coded flights, including such far-flung destinations as Bismarck, Ixtapa, Manila and Mumbai. 

	  

	To allow our frontline employees to better serve our revenue customers during the cutover period, we have instituted an embargo on Buddy Pass travel for the following dates: Jan. 30, Jan. 31, Feb. 1 and Feb. 2. 

	  

	Take Action:
· Review your listings to ensure that your Buddy is not scheduled to travel on an embargo date. Employees are responsible for cancelling their listing and advising them of these additional embargo dates to help prevent confusion or disappointment at the airport. 

	  

	Confirmed leisure reservations on all flights 

	  

	All revenue, employee award travel bookings (such as One Great Team), and Fly Confirmed for Less and Fly Confirmed for Even Less bookings, have automatically been changed to the new DL-coded flight numbers as NW-coded flight numbers have been phased out. No action is required for pass riders with these types of bookings. 

	  

	The Fly Confirmed for Even Less program that is currently available to all employees for travel on Northwest will be temporarily unavailable on Delta flights starting January 31, 2010. Employees will not be able to make any new reservations under the "Even Less" program until the system is back up and running later this spring. 

	  

	Take Action:
· Any employee contemplating travel using the "Even Less" discount program should complete their reservation by January 30, 2010. Remember, if you want to take advantage of a discounted confirmed ticket, the standard Fly Confirmed for Less program (which provides a 20% discount) will continue to be available on Delta flights during this period. The "Even Less" program will relaunch for travel on Delta flights later this spring.

	January 25, 2010


Airport Customer Service has issued a Buddy Pass embargo and nonrev alert for travel to Kingston, Jamaica, from Feb. 12 to April 5 because of heavy passenger, baggage and cargo loads.

ACS also announced that it has lifted the Buddy Pass embargo between Atlanta and Johannesburg, South Africa. However, a nonrev alert remains in place for the route.

Delta operates one daily flight between Atlanta and Kingston, with Delta Connection carrier service on weekdays and mainline service using the Boeing 737 on weekends. The embargo also applies to Saturday service out of New York-JFK, using the Boeing 737.

Alternate nonrev travel options are limited from KIN. Delta doesn’t have reduced-rate agreements with JetBlue, Air Jamaica or Spirit Airlines. American Airlines is the only carrier with a reduced-rate agreement with Delta. Buddy Pass riders, travel companions and nondependent children are not eligible for reduced-rate travel on other airlines.
